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have attended. There were
plenty of new revelations and
it was easy to keep a high
level of interest. I gave a very
brief account of most of the
presentations at the August
meeting. Two were omitted,
one by Viadimir Rubtsov who
came over from the CIS
(Commonwealth of Independ-
ent States), and Richard Hall,
formerly with NICAP, who
had to cancel at the last min-
ute. I will summarize
Rubtsov’s writtent account in
this issue and Hall’s in
November,

It has been known fora
long time that a person’s cul-
ture apparently affects how
some UFO experiences are
perceived. This can apply
from simple descriptions of
craft all the way to abduc-
tions. That is 2 main theme of
Rubtsov’s thinking.

He 1illustrated this using our
encounter stories. The first
involved a man’s experience
in 1963 whose aunt had given
birth to a daughter. Two
weeks later he was visiting
her and noticed a curtain
swaying between the kitchen
and bedroom. He got the idea
that someone was sitting be

six month old baby, but cer-
tainly not of a two-week old!
The curtain opened a bit and
he could see a face with elo-
quent eyes, long face with
hollow cheeks, a straight
nose, straight thin lips and a
pointed chin. The face looked
as if it were made of dark
glass. The entity tumed away
and laid the whimpering, nude
baby on the flocr. Then a
dark, veluminous shadow
rushed from the bedroom,
quickly becoming invisible.
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As it dashed past him, his left
leg was touched with some-
thing warm and soft. Visually
following the shadow, he saw
a different curtain between the

clothing looked as if the baby
girl had been taken out of it.
He admitted that this case
did not involve a UFQ, but it
did cause the witness to be-
come interested in UFOs.

Rubtsov believes (as many
do) that ufology is not a sci-
entific discipline. It is an in-
terdisciplinary field of re-
search perheps analogous to
criminology. Only some as-
pects of it can be studied sci-
entifically.

The transition between the
fading USSR and the emerg-
ing CIS produced big changes
in Soviet ufology. By lifting
bans on the subject in Soviet
media, both serious specialists
and publicity-seekers were
drawn 1, not to mention an
avalanche of pseudo-
mysticals of the New Age
type. Rubtsov laments that
many scientists and scholars
are now even Jess disposed to
ufology than they were 20
years ago. It was only fifteen
years ago that data from the
USA and USSR were inde-
pendent. Even though the
USSR generated far fewer
reports, these data could be
used for comparison. Appar-
ently many {US) UFO




accounts and contact stories
are now found in Russian
print media. The result is that
the best comparisons are from
the old accounts of the 50°s,
60’s and 70°s.

Channeling is more wide-
spread than physical contact.
Stories of peaceful contact are
more typical than abduction
and genetic experiment re-
ports. Regarding abductions,
a strong reproductive aspect
is now commonplace.
Rubtsov illustrated with the
following account.

The witness, a married
woman of 35 years, is a bio-
chemist. She was in her bed-
room not yet asleep, but her
husband was sleeping
soundly. About 2:00 2.m., she
saw a Saturn shaped UFO
through the window. Qut of it
came iluminated figures of
Soviet soldiers in uniform
who flew in the direction of
the residential area. One of
thern landed on their balcony.

“We won’t do you
any harm. Don’t be
afraid.”

The entity explained that he
was an extraterrestrial cam-
ouflaged as a soldier and
talked for two hours with her.
The visitor gave her informa-
tion on their aims for our
planet. He said that the earth
is used as a sort of “telegraph
pole™ for interstellar commu-
nication, gave her his negative
opinion of our civilization,
and showed her (with the aid
of something like holographic
motion picture equipment)

some spectacular moments
from earth’s history.

In the course of their talk,
the entity gradually changed
his appearance to that of a
male acquaintance admired by
the witness. Then the visitor
asked her to “behave with him
as she does with her hus-
band.” But the witness re-
fused by saying that it was
against her morals.

The visitor flew away with
other humanoids into the
UFO, which then faded away.
She went back to her bed, sat
down, and then realized that
her husband was still peace-
fully sleeping in the room.
She thought that she would
not be able to sleep, but did
so immediately. In the morn-
ing she described everything
to her husband, but he
laughed, talking it for a
dream. That was in 1977.

The third case occurred on
January of 1987 A profes-
sional painter was alone in
her apartment near Yalta,
After going to bed, the room
was instantly filled with 7-9
strange guests of medium
height. The “men” were
bearded and the “women” had
straight hair to the shoulders.
They were all beautiful and
had penetrating eves.

The woman figured they
must be extraterrestrial but
her first reaction was quite
mundane. She wished to offer
them some tea! She received
an immediate telepathic re-
sponse that they needed
nothing and to just be still.
She was paralyzed, but had
no fear. Even though she felt
overflowing with joy, she re-
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ceived another message, “We
won’t do you any harm. Don’t
be afraid.”
They gathered around the bed
and over her. She noticed a
device placed on the piano,
and a “woman” bent over it.
The whole scene reminded her
of a visit from ambulance
doctors. Here’s where things
get really strangel
She began to see a light-
colored disk. They asked her
what it was. Trying to under-
stand, her response was that it
was her ovum. Two or three
drops penetrated it from
above and ran on its edges.
They agreed, “Yes, it’s your
ovum. We are going away.”
She fell asleep after the
visitors left. In the moming,
while urinating, she felt a
sharp pain in her lower ab-
domen, but did not relate it to
the night visit. Since then, she
has never become pregnant,
although she does not use
contraceptives. Visits 1o her
gynecologist indicate no
problems with her reproduc-
tive system nor any other
physical reasons why she
cannot conceive.

This case does not corre-
spond well to the typical ab-
duction with which we are
familiar. She was not taken
from her bedroom, saw no
UFQ, and the visitors were
like the beautiful “space
brothers” of the 1950°s con-
tactee era. The intervention of
the guests into the reproduc-
tive sphere is the only one
typical detail.

The fourth case is interest-
ing in a different way. In



Jarary of 1990, 2 woman
was awakened, fecling a pres-
ence in the room. She saw a
man of medium size wearing
light-colored clothes to the
waist, but down from the
waist was a sort of “dense
fog.” The visitor’s face was
friendly. She received the
mental suggestion to look at
the window, where she saw a
bright luminous ball in the
upper right comer.

Her next conscious impres-
sion was that of looking down
at the street and of being in a
dark room with something
going on. Later, she found
herself sitting on her bed and
looking at the visitor. The ball
was still there. Some external
wifl made her close her eyes
and lie down. Remaining in-
terested in the visitor, she
could not open her eyes.
When she finaily did, the
visitor was gone, and the lu-
minous ball was slowly mov-
ing away.

She felt exhausted the next
momning. She felt that she had
left her apartment and flew
the air either without a device
or in a flying saucer. She had
several dreams about UFOs.

A few months later a sig-
nificant event occurred. Eve-
rybody was asleep and the
witness went to bed. She then
found herself by the entrance
of her house, wearing only her
night clothes. Then, to her
horror, she saw her 5-year old
daughter standing nearby,
dressed only in panties and a
sleeveless vest.

A bit later eight luminous
balls appeared in the sky.
They stopped and pulled
away from the others. It ap-

proached the two closely and
stopped. A flat, blood-red
spot, like a blot, departed
from it and descended like a
paper sheet to the mother’s
feet and she blacked out.

At first they are kind,
Mom, but don’t believe
them. Later on they are
so vicious.”

The next day the two were
home together. The mother
asked her daughter what she
had dreamed about the night
before. The daughter accu-
rately described everything
her mother had seen before
she blacked out, and then
added that they had visited a
place where there were beau-
tiful forests, flowers, and
butterflies. The daughter then
added, “Mom, don’t be afraid
of them, they are so small.
You can just crush them with
your foot!” She then added,
“At first they are kind, Mom,
but don’t believe them. Later
on they are so vicious!”

After admitting that every-
thing so far are “just stories,”
Rubtsov feels that stories are
always worth listening to.
After all, the witnesses were
there, we weren’t!

Kjbtsov ended his discus-
ion with a non-
abduction story that stretches
credulity. About a month be-
fore the Chernobyl mellt-
down and explosion, he
talked to an air traffic control-
ler. According to pilots, there
was increased UFO activity in
the area of the power station.
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He made notes of the conver-
sation, but didn’t think any
more of them. But after the
explosion, be took the notes
from his file and just stared at
thern!

Later, it became known that
on the night of the fire, three
hours after the explosion, a
team of nuclear specialists
saw a fiery brass-colored ball
over the reactor. They though
it maybe had a diameter of
eight meters and was about
300 meters from the burning
reactor. They had just meas-
ured the radiation at 3000
milliroentgens per hour. Sud-
denly, two bright rays of
crimson color extended from
the ball to the reactor for
about three minutes. The rays
faded and the ball slowly
floated away to the northwest.
‘When they looked agam at
their radiation equipment, it
displayed only 800 milliroent-
gens per hour.

Rubtsov says that although
an increase in UFO activity
cannot be taken as an omen of
disaster, or that after a disas-
ter UFO pilots will surely
come to rescue unfortunate
mankind, this story seems to
suggest that this could be the
case. He added that the UFO
field is noted for its almost
complete lack of “forbidding
laws” (i.e., the known laws of
nature, which never allow for
any exceptions) so essential
for normal science. Here, al-
most everything is possible.
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Maccabee vs. Zechel, Round 2!
An answer to Todd Zechel, written by Bruce Maccabee

“And in this corner, ladies and gentlemen...!” About a month ago, an anonymous friend sent me a
copy of the following rebuke written by Dr. Bruce Maccabee regarding an article appearing in UFO
Magazine written by Todd Zechel. Zechel had earlier accused Maccabee of working with the CIA and the

battle lines were drawn. Due to space constraints, some editing was required.

uring the summer of

1993 a mysterious col-

lection of individuals
known as the Associated Inves-
tigators Group circulated a pa-
per writter by an unknown
author which cast aspersions on
a number of well known pet-
sonalities in the UFQ field, and
upon myself in particular. The
paper charged me with working
with the CIA 10, in some way,
control the UFO “movement”
and to perpetuate government
secrecy about UFOs. 1 answered
that paper in considerable detail
and pointed out that the CIA
had not influenced my UFO
investigations and that I was not
aware of any attempt by the CIA
to control the activities of UFO
investigators. I also pointed out
that, although I wasn’t person-
ally aware of UFQ secrets that
might be held by the agency, 1
certainly couldn’t say that there
are none. Furthermore, | dem-
onstrated that AIR-1 was replete
with errors of fact and interpre-
tation and warned that readers
shouid beware of any further
AIR reports. The net resutt of
the AIR-1 report and my re-
sponse (entitled “HOT ALR. or
The Mark of Zechel™) was, s0
far as I can tell, a big “zero,”
that is, nothing uitimately came
of it.

Mr. Zechel was a well known
researcher in the late 1970’s
and was very active in govern-
ment cover-up research, espe-
cially as it related to the CIA.

Unfortunately, he alienated a
oumber of researchers by his
tendency to use their telephones
and run up large bills for which
he did not pay! The net result
was that when he “retired” from
active ufology, he departed with
a cloud over his head.

Although he maintained oc-
casional contact with several
ufologists, including myseif,
over the years he didn’t publicly
return to the UFO field until the
summer of 1993 when he was
identified as a participant in
publishing the ATR-1 report.
Subsequently he published a
letter to the editor in UFQO
Magazine (Vol. 9, #1) in which
he attempted to formuiate a
logical response to my letter
(UFO Vol. 8, #6) that responded
to an article on AIR 1 (UFO
Voi. 8, #5). Subsequently Mr.
Zechel published an article in
UFO Magazine on Karl Pflock
(Vol. 9, #7). Now the “Z” man
has returned again, with AIR
1.5 {SON OF AIR7?) which lists
himself as “Director of Opera-
tions, Associated Investigators
Group.” This time the main
AIR target is Kari Pflock. How-
ever, Mr. Zechel has also made
some comments about me which
are misleading or incorrect and
I will comment on them. Inci-
dentatly, the alert reader will
notice the DISCLATMER on the
first page which says that the
opinions expressed in the paper
are those of Mr. Zechel and “do
not necessarily reflect the
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opinions of other members of
AIG or its consuitants.”

Although Mr. Pflock is the
main subject of this paper, Mr.
Zechel devotes the introduction
to a rehash of claims about my
involvement with the CIA_ Per-
haps Mr. Zechel is trying to
counter the effect of my literate
and accurate response to AIR-1,
which had the effect of dis-
crediting him in the eyes of
many other UFO researchers. At
any rate, in the Introduction he
once again alludes to “secret
meetings on UFOs with CI4
officials since 1979, making it
seem that I have had many
meetings every year since then
to discuss UFOs. 1 have already
responded to this in my HOT
AJR paper of last summer. I had
no communication with anyone
in the CLA between 1979 and
1984; after that I've had re-
peated communications regard-
ing my Navy work and occa-
sional discussions about UFQ
sightings, and I've given several
“general admission” lectures
there in the last 7 years (anyone
could come; all lectures and
discussions were unclassified).
In this paper he makes yet an-
other unfounded allegation,
namely, that I had “three hour
mectings with CIA officers on
UFOs that required a TOP
SECRET security clearance.”
I’m sure the CIA would be sur-
prised to learn of that since J do
not have, nor have I ever had, a
TOP SECRET security clear-



ance. Nor have I ever had a
special access clearance special
access clearance for any infor-
mation classified TOP SE-
CRET. | have indeed, discussed
UFOs for short periods of time
on a number of occasions with
several C1A employees, but
none of whom were “bigwigs”
in the agency, and none of the
conversations were classified. 1
have also presented several
lunch-~time lectures (approx-
imate dates noted above) on the
UFQ subject, none of which
were classified. (Note: CI4 em-
ployees are as interested and
puzzled by the UFO subject as
are most people, and the em-
plovees I have met seem to be
less informed than the average,
well-read ufologist.)

Mr. Zechel also alleges that I
have received “classified UFO
reports and UFO photos from
the CIA.” This is not true. For a
period of time several years ago,
I did receive a number of For-
eign Broadcast Information
Service documents regarding
UFQ events in the (former) So-
viet Union. However, these re-
ports are not classified. / have
never received photos of any
tvpe from the CL4 or any other
intelligence agency. or any
other government agency. The
oniy UFO photos 1 have
received have been sent to me
by the photographers or by civil-
tan UFO investigators.

Mr. Zechel mentions a brief-
ing paper which Dr. Ronald
Pandolfi, a CIA employee,
asked me to write for presenta-
tion to the President’s Science
Advisor. Dr. John Gibbons. Dr.
Gibbons had asked Ron to
provide him with a very brief
summary of general information
about UFQs and what the gov-
ernment has done about themn so
he would have some back-

ground in the subject in advance
of a brief meeting (15 minutes)
with Lanrence Rockefeller and
Scotr Jones in April, 1993. Ron
didn't have available any UFO
information other than the
“FOIPA collection” of roughly
1,000 pages of material released
by the CIA under the FIQPA
lawsuit in December, 1978. He
didn’t want to send this collec-
tion of pages as a “brief sum-
mary” ...so he cailed me and
asked if I could provide a short
briefing ... by 8:00 a.m. the next
morning! Although I was not
pleased with the typical Wash-
ington, DC “fire drill”... I said
OK. After all, how many times
does one get a chance to write a
briefing for the President’s
Science Advisor? Ron said [
should fax the briefing directly
to Gibbon’s office.

Fortunately I knew the history
of the subject quite weil and I
had available a selection of gov-
ernment documents that would
demonstrate government and
military activity related to
UFQs.  managed to put to-
gether a 1.5 page “Executive
Summary” followed by several
pages of explanatory paragraphs
{"Tabs”). The report points out
that civilian researchers have
evidence that the government
has taken the UFQ problem
seriously. The report discusses
the Roswell crash and nurnerous
sightings reported in govern-
ment and military documents.

The CIA had no input to the
short paper I wrote, nor did the
CIA make any modifications to
it or comments about it. As re-
quested, I faxed it directly to
Gibbons’ office at 8:00 a.m. the
next day. I subsequently learned
that the meeting with Jones and
Rockefeller had been “moved
up” in time to 7:30, so Gibbons
did not read my paper before the
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meeting (typical Washington
Toul-up). T also learned that he
did read it later...but it had no
effect on him and he never
communicated to me about it.
The paper has never been pub-
lished, but it has received a
small amount of private circu-
lation during the last year. Any-
one who would like a copy of
the only UFO Briefing ever
written by a ufologist for the
President’s Science Advisor can
get one from me for §5.00 to
cover copying and mailing.

Mr. Zechel summarizes his
unfounded allegations as fol-
lows: “we can only conclude
that Maccabee is a paid consult-
ant for the CIA on UFOs and is
considered its resident UFO
expert.”...It is not true. I have
not been paid anything for
giving the few lectures I gave at
the CIA, nor have I been paid
for any UFQ activities by the
CIA or any other government
agency. Furthermore, [ am not a
“resident expert” of the CIA.
Their “resident expert” is Ron
Pandolfi.

Mr. Zechel goes one in the
introduction to suggest that I
was caught up in a web of in-
trigue with the CIA and that I
was lured by the CIA into sup-
porting “hoaxers like Ed Wal-
ters.” What a crock of B.S.!
While it is true that I kept my
ears and eyes open for any pos-
sibly worthwhile information
from the CIA, I certainly was
not caught in a “web of in-
trigue.” My support for Ed
Walters is based on the results
of my investigation of his
sightings and has nothing 10 do
with the CIA. Since Mr, Zechel
{(once again) states that Gulf
Breeze is a hoax, I challenge
“young Todd,” a man of little
sighting investigative experi-
ence (1 don’t know of one UFO



sighting investigation published
by W. Todd Zechel), to prove
that the Walters case is a hoax.
(Evidently whatever is left of
Mr. Zechel’s rationality regard-
ing those sightings stem from
the opinion of the few vocal
skeptics who have used illogic
based on poor investigation to
claim that Ed’s photos were all
double exposures (we now have
the proof that they weren’t!).

In the main body of the report,
Mir. Zechel discussed the
amount of money which the
Fund supplied to Karl Pflock for
Roswell research. Mr. Zechel
presents his discussion with first
myself, and then Richard Hall
as a dispute over just how much
money Karl received; [ told him
one amount and then Hall toid
him it was a larger amount.
Finally he says “Why Maccabee
felt compelled to fib about or at
least downplay the mount...is
somewhat of a mystery.” The
fact is, that I had resigned the
chairmanship of the Fund sev-
eral months before Mr. Zechel
tatked to me and [ was no
longer attending meetings... I
was not “fibbing” when I gave a
lower figure; I was just unaware
that more money had been allot-
ted for Karl’s investigation.

Later on in the Son of AIR,
Mr. Zechel presents his analysis
of the Roswell case. He claims
16 have been one of the first
people to interview Jesse Mar-
cel in 1978 “with an NBC
newsman.” He claims that Mar-
cel said the material he found
was not a weather balloon and
was not a flying saucer, either.
(This would be very interesting,
if true. I challenge Mr. Zechel
to provide an audio tape or
videotape of that interview, or ,
at the very least, to provide the
name of the NBC newsman so
we can make an independent

check as to what Marcel may or
may not have said.) Based on
this early interview and very
little other research into the
Roswell case, so far as [ can tell,
Mr. Zechel claims to have
“solved Roswell™: it was a clus-
ter of balloons holding a “radar
dish several feet in diameter.”
According to Mr, Zechel, the
dish was to be used to help track
the cluster of balloons. 7t is my
opinion that the standard
probably would not use an ac-
tual dish shaped reflector rather
than the standard folded alumi-
num reflector which looks
vaguely like a box kite or o
Jfolded corner cube. 1, therefore,
challenge Mr. Zechel to provide
any evidence that the balloon
launchers ever used a dish-
shaped reflector attached to a
balloon or balloon cluster for
radar tracking,

Then Mr. Zechel fantasizes a
scenario in which ranch man-
ager Brazel fails to recognize a
radar reflector and associated
balloon material and so thinks
that perhaps this thin, several
foot sized metal dish is a “flying
saucer.” Then, in this unlikely
scenario, Brazel takes it to town
and finaily to the Roswell base
where “no one knew quite what
to make of it.” He continues,
“So who can blame Marcei and
others for not recognizing that
the disc was not & flying sau-
cer?” because the White Sands
experiments were “TOP SE-
CRET,” and it’s unlikely that
the airfield personnel know
anything about them.” It’s
probably true that the airfield
personnel knew about radar and
radar dishes! Then Mr. Zechel
creates an illogical (perhaps I
should say naive) explanation
for the mass of material found
by Marcel: “the cluster had been
pushed up to a high altitude,
perhaps by a storm of up drafts,
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were it froze and exploded,
scattering fragments which fell
to the ground.” Froze and ex-
ploded? Well, I can accept the
idea that the cluster could have
risen to the point where the
balloons started to break from
the internal pressure, but I
challenge Mr. Zechel to provide
evidence that the balloons could
freeze (the material becomes
brittle) and then shatter into
many pieces. Of course, even if
this did happen, it is highly
unlikely that the pieces, falling
from a great height (many tens
of thousands of feet), would all
land in a rather confined area
(on the ranch where Brazel
worked). It is more likely that
the thin, lightweight pieces
would be scattered over a very
large area by the very winds that
were assumed to have carried
the balloons to the bursting alti-
tude. The pieces would be
“floppy” like rubber, not stiff
like metal foil. The bottom line
of Mr. Zechel’s Roswell analy-
sis is that it’s not well thought
out and not likely to be true.

Near the end of the article Mr.
Zechel brings up, for the first
time, a reference to his own
“grash” investigation, that of the
“Del Rio™ case, which he has
pursued since 1978 or 1979. He
says that I have “pleaded” with
him on several cases to come
forward with the information.
it’s more like have challenged
him to “put up or shut up.” He
has several times in the past
filled my ears with the descrip-
tions of all the “good informa-
tion™ he has accumulated, the
signed affidavits by witnesses,
etc. | have suggested numerous
times that if he really has “the
goods™ he should publish
something. However, he has
repeatedly told me that his rea-
son for not publishing has al-
ways been that he is waiting to



repeatedly told me that his rea-
son for not publishing has al-
ways been that he is waiting to
use it as evidence in a lawsuit
against the CIA and any other
agency that might be covering
up UFO information. He never
indicated to me that he didn’t
publish because it wonid be
“extremely dangerous for wit-
nesses and investigators to try to
prove it happened.” To me this
soungds like a wimp-out re-
sponse, Either that or he really
doesn’t have “the goods” and he
is bluffing.

On the other hand, he has, for
the first time to my knowledge,
publicized his intent to sue
everybody (!} including the
CIA, NSA, DIA, USAF and
subgroups of the NRO and to
request that criminal charges be
filed against anyone who makes
false replies to FOIPA requests
or obstructs justice. So, maybe
he does have the guts and the
goods. My response is have at
ift 'Whether it is the Roswell
case or the Del Rio case or some
other case is less important than

that is good, supportable infor-
mation on SOMe ¢ase.

And, oh by the way, Todd,
“MJ-12 by any other pame is
still MJ-12,” because if either
Roswell or Det Rio (or both) are
true, then there certainly was
(is) an inside group with all the
characteristics attributed to MJ-
12 — controlling access to the
hardware and software (bodies)
that may have been retrieved
and access to any information
gained from the study of the
recovered material.

TV crew’s guide to secret site is arrested

Glenn Campbell, described in the Las Vegas Sun as a “self-syled government oversight activist” found himself in
handcuffs after he tried to stop authorities from seizing videotape belonging to a TV news crew. The following ex-

erpts detail Campbell s the events leading up 1o the latest Area 51 happenings!

Glenn Campbell was arrested
Tuesday, July 19, by Lincoln
Country sheriff’s deputies after
accompanying a Los Angeles
television crew to Area 51, the
Air Force instailation where
top-secret aircraft are tested.

About two hours after Camyp-
bell and 2a KNBC-TV news crew
from Los Angeles arrived on
Freedom Ridge, 12 miies from
Area 51, two sheriff’s deputies
said security patrols had seen
the cameras pointed at the
classified base.

Campbell said a deputy asked
a KNBC reporter to turn over
their five videotapes for inspec-
tion by the Air Force, but they
refused. He did, however, offer
a view through the camera’s
viewfinder to assure the secret
base wasn’t on the film, Camp-
bell said.

According to Campbell, the
deputy replied that he could not

view the tapes because he did
not have the required security
clearance and authority to do so.
Only the Air Force could!

A sudden rainstorm and the
threat of a flash flood inter-
rupted the incident. As the ser-
geant followed them, Campbell
and crew were directed to drive
from Fresdom Ridge to the
Groom Lake Road and then step
out of their vehicle.

Again, the deputy asked for
the videotapes. When the re-
porter refused, the two deputics
moved toward the four-wheel
drive vehicle. Campbell said he
reached over to push the locks
down

“You’re under arrest,” the
sergeant told Campbell and
hand cuffed him. He was tak-
ento the sheriff’s substation and
charged with obstructing a pub-
lic officer. After posting $600
bail, he was released.
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Campbell said he had ex-
pected the deputies to produce a
warrant to take the tapes. “It
was not our intention to prevent
themfrom doing their duty.”

Campbell was involved in
three other incidents in which
film was taken. On April 4, an
ABC News crew was stopped
and their tape seized under a
search warrant, The tape was
not returned. On June 16 and
30, Campbell was spotted film-
ing a helicopter flying over
public land and voluntarily gave
his film to deputies, understand-
ing it would be developed and
returned. It was not.
