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John Carpenter’s presentation
at the 1996 MUFON Sympo-
sium entitled The Significance of
Multiple Participant Abductions.

In this issue [ will summarize

Carpenter seems to be the hypno-
therapist we can all trust. He has a
BA in Psychology and a Masters in
Social Work. He was trained in
Clinical Hypnosis at the Menninger
Clinic and now works at the Center
for Neuropsychiatry in Springfield,
Missouri. John is MUFON's Na-
tional Director of Abduction
Research and has worked with over
100 persons under hypnosis.

Multiple participant abductions
involve several people who have
shared an abduction. They can de-
scribe the same details of events
including the bizarre procedures,
confusing exams, and inexplicable
behaviors. Events are usually
detailed in the same sequence.

If any of you ever find yourselves
arguing in favor of abductions
with someone, the points to be
made here are worth reading.

Regarding Hallucinations and
Delusions: Hallucinations are in-
temally generated creations of the
mind caused by stress, brain
chemistry, and genetic

predisposition. They reflect a per-
son's feelings, stresses, and per-
sonal history in the same way that
dreams are uniquely created for
each of us. They do not occur un-
expectedly in well-adjusted and
coping persons unless caused by
injury, brain tumor, or drug abuse.
For several persons to suddenly
hallucinate together without warn-
ing, and share the same mental
creations and images, would be
astounding. An hallucination is a
private disturbance.

Delusions are private distortions
of reality in which external cues
cause irrational feelings and reac-
tions. An example would be a per-
son who thinks his friends are
whispering about and plotting
against him. Delusions are not ran-
dom or unexpected. They result
from deteriorating relationships and
ineffective coping over time, lead-
ing to withdrawal and isolation.
Multiple abductees accused of
hallucinating or being deluded
would need to have shared these
kinds of experiences, but cases do
not suggest this pattern at all.

Regarding Fantasy and Confabu-
lation When we “imagine things,”
we are composing a creative and
captivating story. The bounds of
con’t
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fantasy have no limits and construc-
tions of the mind are rich in diver-
sity. If the stories told were fanta-
sies, then accounts from multiple
abductees would demand that they
fantasize alike, even to the extent of
being involved in the same behaviors
and activities across all of their
separately-imagined fantasies. To
illustrate what really happens when
members of a group fantasize, con-
sider the teacher in Springfield who
asked 30 first-graders to "draw an
alien.” The drawings were diverse
with no two alike (which one would
expect with fantasy), and none re-
sembled a "gray.

Regarding Suggestibility There is
the idea that multiple abductees can
influence each other, that investiga-
tors might imply something prior to
hypnosis, that leading questions and
expectations could cause multiple
abductees to create similar and per-
haps false accounts, and that per-
sons working with the same hypno-
tist could produce the same results
conforming to the hypnotist's own
beliefs.

Usually, the experiencers have
simply shared a confusing period of
amnesia with no idea of what hap-
pened to them, Many therapists are
now using leading questions to test
the suggestibility by offering skill-
fully worded tricks. For example,
“In this room in which you seem to
find yourself, what do you see in the
corners of this room?" The hypno-
tized subject's eyes often roll around
in circles with the typical response,
“I'm sorry but I cannot find any
corners. It appears to be a round
room." The subject stays with the
¢xperience and reports unusual in-
formation in experiential terms.
Most amazing is that unexpected

bizarre information is repeated by
the other participants. Odd accounts
also match both published and un-
published abduction data.
[Remember that researchers don't tell
us everything. Some data are known
only to a handful of people. - Moss]

New and most interesting to me, is
that Carpenter says that hypno-
therapists thousands of miles apart
have worked with many participants
of the same shared event with no
information exchanged between
either the hypnotherapists and/or the
subjects. If the style and beliefs of
hypnotists are supposed to produce
different results, then their results
shouid not correlate well. However,
in these cases, the correlation from
these diverse participants did match,
even though several different hypno-
tists were involved with the gather-
ing of information,

Regarding Repressed Sexual
Abuse_ We have heard the sugges-
tion that abductees have all been
sexually abused, but have repressed
their remembrance of this trauma
with symbolism later surfacing ina
form of space-age imagery. In other
words, “Aliens experimented on me
sexually and violated my rights.”
Among Carpenter's caseload, back-
ground sexual abuse has not oc-
curred any more frequently than in a
random sample of the population. In
fact, just the opposite has been true
in a number of cases. Remem-
brances of abuse were untrue and
were actually psychological covers
Jor alien intrusions. Further, the
surfacing of such repressed trauma
would be unlikely to occur simulta-
neously for different persons. Are
we to believe that the four men in the
canoe on the Allagash waterway
reacted to the sight of a bright light

by producing similar space-age im-
ages going back to repressed sexual
trauma? How could a sighting cause
different personai backgrounds to
erupt similarly, especially when
none of these men had such a his-
tory?

Regarding Bio-Physical Causes
[The Earth Light Theory - Moss]
Studies have been made of the ef-
fects of electromagnetic fields on the
brain, the neurological phenomenon
of sleep paralysis, and weird im-
agery produced by stimulation of the
temporal lobe. These theories have
merit because people can be made to
produce odd sensations and startling
imagery. Michael Persinger has been
able to cause people to imagine un-
expected visions, feelings of some-
thing near them, floating sensations,
etc. But these vague and general
responses don't match the detailed
correlation among thousands of ab-
ductees. Such studies do not account
for intense emotional responses and
the lasting psychological impact.
How could sleep paralysis apply to a
group of excited adults watching a
craft approach them? What these
researchers might study instead is
the simultaneous amnesia and sud-
den return to consciousness at the
same moment without any obvious
trigger.

Regarding Influence of Media
Despite the endless exposure to sci-
ence fiction, tabloid publications,
UFO documentaries, and endless
UFO books, one must ask how pre-
school children can show such emo-
tions to their experiences. They can-
not read these materials nor under-
stand adult talk shows. Remember
that even UFO researchers do not
have access to all data, let alone the
general public. Some bizarre aspects




of abductions have not been a part
of sci-fi themes, such as floating
through walls, red balls of light
transforming into little men, or
sperm or ovum collection without
romance. John Mack recently inter-
viewed 62 school children in Africa
who had seen a craft with two small
beings, all consciously. None of
these children knew anything about
alien accounts in America. Yet, their
reports were sincere, consistent, and
credible.

Regarding Hoaxes We can easily
imagine that a group of friends
might construct a tale of alicn ab-
duction and exams. But, these mul-
tiple pranksters would have to
maintain consistent stories despite
deliberate efforts to lead them away
from abduction details. They would
try to tell exactly the same story so
as not to raise any doubts while also
tending to add certain details to
please investigators and not appear
ignorant. Hoaxes would not often
contain unpublished data. Ironically,
the accounts of genuine multiple
participants do vary in detail due to
differing perspectives, direction of
their attention at any given moment,
different experiences while aboard,
and different abilities to clearly re-
call details. Despite these differ-
ences, contradictions are rarely
found. Non-matching “other” details
usually tend to correlate with data
from diverse abductions elsewhere.

As always I have paraphrased
and rephrased the material
mainly to try to keep the summary
as short as possible. I can only hope
that the context of the message re-
mains the same. There is much more
to this article, including a multitude
of similar responses by two abduc-
tees in the same situation. For

example, in answer to a question one
abductee remarks, "It's real quiet in
this room, very, very quiet.” The
other says, “It's just real serene.”
Or one might say, "7 don't see
mouths like ours at all. It looks al-
most mechanical, don't see it open.”
The other states, "I don't see
tongues and teeth, the mouth
doesn't open at all, I don't see them
using their mouth."

Minneapolis Sighting
September 16, 1996

At approximately 8:30 PM, the
viewer sighted a lighted object in the
west (not the moon, he checked with
the U.S.National Observatory). It
first appeared as an almost perfect
triangle. Moments later it trans-
formed into a solid circle or disc
shape. It was a bright, white light
with no apparent texture or variation
within the light. Moments after ap-
pearing as a circle, it once again
changed shape into an elongated tri-
angle, point at the bottom. Then
once more quickly shifted into a cir-
cle shape. It held this shape for only
a few seconds. The object then faded
away completely. 1 witnessed this
object from approximately 1 to 3
miles away in the distance. The ob-
ject was absolutely silent.

I’ve followed the various trends

of ET contactec and abductee
research with particular interest.
I’ve been working on MUFON’s
Abduction Transcription Project
transcribing interviews with vari-
ous experiencers of entity contact.
As a result of these transcriptions,
I’ve learned that the experiences
are thoroughly discussed with con-
scious recall before preparation for
actual hypnosis sessions with the
therapists. Often, hypnotic induc-
tion is not on the tapes, or if it is,
it’s in abbreviated form. Even when
hypnosis is included, T cannot tell
how it would actually feel to be
hypnotized.

In my lifelong interest in UFQ’s,

Recently, I've been correspond-
ing with a friend who has been
hypnotized, and she answered some
of my questions about hypnosis.
She explained, “When I did it, I
was very aware of what was really
in my memory and what wasn't. 1
think you might be surprised at
how mundane everything seems.
You don't think you are any differ-
ent until you try to move. You say
to yourself, ‘This is silly, I'm not
hypnotized!' But you slowly real-
ize there are differences, your
ability to focus is really enhanced.
I can’t see how it can ‘create’
memories unless you do that for
yourself on a fairly standard basis!
You are never in a state where they
can make you continue, or do
anything else, for that matter. You
have all your senses and discrimi-
nation. You feel just as you do

right now. It won't make you act
sleazy or anything, unless you al-
ways act sleazy, that is!”

Since attending MUFON’s an-
nual conference in Greensboro,
North Carolina this July, I’ve been
wondering if there was a qualified,
experiencer-friendly therapist in
Minnesota. With entity contact
seentingly on the rise, MUFON
Field Investigators should have a
good referral specialist as a re-
source when the need arises in the
arca. Enter Bill Anderson, our
MUFON meeting’s guest speaker
for October. He is a licensed and
alternative therapist and has a
doctorate in Human Services from
Walden University, specializing in
counseling and transpersonal psy-
chology. Specifically of interest to
our field of ufology, he is a mem-
ber-therapist of Dr. John Mack’s
Program for Fxtraordinary Expe-
rience Research (PEER). Thisisa
project of the Center of Psychology
and Social Change, affiliated with
Harvard Medical School in Cam-
bridge, Massachusetts. He’s also
associated with the Academy of
Clinical Close Encounter Therapy
of Berkeley, California.

Bill Anderson led the meeting
attendees on a guided tour of per-
ceptions and reality. We explored
out senses of boundaries, particu-
larly in relation to those with other
people, through a series of demon-
strations. We saw how much en-
ergy we expend in dealing with in-
trusions into our personal space by
another person’s body as well as
thoughts, however benign. The
“alien” abduction phenomenon may
largely be about a type of violation
of the perceived boundaries be-

tween ourselves and other realities,
planes, or levels.

Bill specifically recommends that
people develop a connectedness to
the center of energy in the body,
about 1.5 inches below the navel.
Then, proceed to “grounding™ by
feeling the heaviness, or sometimes
heat, of the feet in contact with the
ficor or earth. This primary con-
nectedness to subtle aspects creates
a space to receive natural life — or
healing — energy. From this
greater understanding of self-space
and energy, peopie can better take
care of themselves and make
choices to set their boundaries. In
working out the issues people bring
to him, Bill assures us he doesn’t
put people in the trauma. of their
experience, whatever it might be.
Rather, he works on developing
ways for people to understand and
utiliz¢ methods which permit them
to do self-healing, as well as create
the space for understanding the
experiences that bring people to
therapy.

Bill’s rates are particularly rea-
sonable for MUFON members, so I
don’t think I’m going to wait until
I’'m an abductee/experiencer before
making an appointment with Bill
Anderson! I think it would be great
to explore my fascination with
UFQ’s, and to finally satisfy my
pesky curiosity about what it feels
like to be hypnotized.




Unconventional Flying
Objects —A Scientific Analysis

This book is an engineering, nuts-
and-bolts look at the UFQ phenome-
non by a scientist working at NASA
during the 1950s and 60s. Itis a
compilation of his notes and was
published posthumously by Hill’s
daughter. It’s a shame that this work
wasn’t published when he was alive.

The fundamental theme of the book
is that UFQs are subject to the same
physical laws as any human con-
structed craft. To his credit, the
author does not attempt to explain
how the UFO drive mechanism is
generated. In fact, he states that this
is a mystery. He does conclude, how-
ever, that some form of repulsive
force field is required. Given the data
and these assumptions, he builds a
convincing case.

Hill derives his primary assumption
— that there must be a “repulsive
force field” of some sort — based
largely on the process of elimination.
He analyzes reports from the APRO,
NICAP and Bluebook files to mathe-
matically describe UFO behavior. In
my view, he develops very solid con-
clusions from this analysis.

He first analyzes the radioactivity
observed in key sightings, showing
that they emit radiation in the x-ray
and soft-gamma energy ranges. He
eliminates alternative explanations
such as assorted forms of rocketry.
He then goes on to build a good case
for some sort of propulsion field. He
shows how such a field can generate
the glow, and the indistinct bounda-
ries of the UFO, how various types of
radiation is generated, and offers a
mechanism for the “hum” often as-

sociated with UFOs. He further
builds his case with an analysis of
ground traces, reports of physical
effects, and related evidence. he ana-
lyzes these to build a “black box”
view of what the UFQ drive mecha-
nism must be like.

Ever conservative, Dr. Hill defines
a force field to be any vector ficld
which can couple a force into a ma-
terial object. Such fields could in-
clude gravity and electromagnetism,
which are well understood, or other
type(s} of fields which are not. From
this, he derives that there must be
some sort of external force ficld
(antigravity) which the UFO uses for
propulsion. While existence of anti-
gravity is very much open to question
his mathematics and reasoning all
seem sound.

He used the analogy of the rocket
platforms on which he had worked
during the early 60s, as well as the
AVRO saucer project, etc. He used
an analogy with these to explain the
bank-to-turn and falling-leaf motions
described during UFO sightings. This
was the best explanation I have seen
of this strange behavior.

One section, which an expert on the
mathematics of fluid and wind-tunnel
dynamics would be better able to cri-
tique, described how UFOs can travel
at speeds far beyond the speed of
sound, yet not create a sonic boom.
Using some mathematical razzle-
dazzle (which this reviewer only par-
tially followed), he builds a good ex-
planation in terms of his repulsive
field theory.

His last several chapters, in my
view, stretch credibility a bit. He
breaks his conservative mathematical
mold, and begins speculating on ET
visitors, their motivations, etc. In this
area, he seems to be out of his ele-
ment. He also speculates on interstel-
lar flight profiles and on possible de-

signs of UFOs, in the context of his
field theories. I felt that in some of
these cases, he would have been bet-
ter off sticking to his main theme, the
hypothetical “UFQ drive system.”

A more general question [ had while
reading the book is whether all of the
sightings he uses as examples are still
unexplained today. As mentioned
earlier, most of his examples are from
the APRO, NICAP and Bluebook
files which are now old cases. [ won-
der whether some of them have since
been shown to be IFQs of non-ET
origin. Further, in some of his later
chapters, he uses sighting reports
from Frank Edwards” book Flying
saucers, Serious Business, in which
Kevin Randle has subsequently poked
some significant holes. (See Kevin
Randle, UFO Casebook.)

Another criticism I have is that the
book sometimes generalizes too much
based on a limited number of sight-
ings. Dr. Hill makes a number of
statements such as “All UFQs emit
radiation..” which may or may not
generally be true.

In summary, given some minor res-
ervations, I was impressed by his
conclusions. He convincingly dem-
onstrated his main theme that UFO
behavior is merely an extension of
existing technology, and obeys the
same physical iaws as does any hu-
man constructed craft. In short, Paul
Hill’s book is a delightful nuts-and-
bolts contrast to the spiri-
tual/paranormal views which have
recently been so popular,

UFO’s and Zoroast

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uch has been written about the idea that UFO’s
Mhave been visiting Earth throughout history. One

particular ancient image has been used by Zecharia
Sitchin and other UFO researchers as evidence of UFQ’s in
antiquity (1). That symbol is the winged disk which appears
in ancient Iranian art and coins, and has precedents in Egyp-
tian and Sumerian cosmologies. This article compares ele-
ments of the modern UFQ/entity experience to lesser-known

details of aerial beings in an important ancient religion called
Zoroastrianism.

The “Good Religion” was founded aboui 120C BC by the
prophet Zarathushtra, known to the Greeks as Zoroaster. Zo-
roastrianism was the dominant world religion during the
Persian empires (559 BC to 651 AC), and was the most pow-
erful world religion at the time of Jesus (2). It had a major
influence on other world religions, and is still practiced
world-wide, especially in Iran and India. One of the distin-
guishing features of Zoroastrianism is its cosmic dualism,
that is, it explains the meaning of life and the reason for the
creation of the universe in terms of a cosmic struggle between
the forces of good and evil. Researchers in ufology, especially
those dealing with close encounter cases, report a baffling
array of alien behaviors and communications. When not ex-
perienced as clinical, indifferent, cold, or mechanical, these
aliens are often perceived either as good, angelic, or spiritu-
ally advanced, or conversely as bad, demonic, or regressive.

Zoroastrians believe the winged disk symbolises the
Jravashis: a class of spiritual beings which is probably the
origin of the concept of “guardian angels” in Christianity and
other religions. Fravashis are said to fly like winged birds,
and are represented by the winged disk symbol (often with a
person superimposed as in the above representation). The
Avesta, the scripture of Zoroastrianism, repeatedly remarks
on their motion, especially that they move quickly. They
“move with awfulness, well-moving, swiftly moving, quickly
moving, who move when invoked.” (Yasht 13.23), They are
said to have come originally from the sky, where they had

been patrolling the boundaries of the ramparts of heaven (3),
but have descended to earth to assist individuals with the
fight against the evil forces. Many abductees report exposure
to telepathic and visual representations of global calamities,
extreme pollution, and other outcomes devastating to human-
ity. Subsequently, these people will ofien become motivated to
join environmental groups and become active in varicus
global concerns (4). A possible abduction experience is also
reported in the Avesta, where an old man, named Vafra
Navaza was returned after three days of flying in the sky.
(Yasht 5.61)

The Zoroastrian fravashis have several functions. Foremost is
to preserve the underlying order of the creation (called
“Asha”), and to facilitate the master plan. This plan involves
the creation of people and manipulating events as a means of
ridding the universe of the evil forces, the daevas (devils) and
the drujs (corpse demons). hey also are interested in human
reproduction, and “maintain in the womb the child that has
been conceived, so that it does not die from the assaults of
Vidotu, and develop in it the bones, the hair, the ..., the en-
trails, the feet, and the sexual organs™ (Yasht 13.22). Of
course, the most commonly reported activities performed by
modern UFO entities are reproductive procedures. (5)

The similarities to the modern UFO vehicles and occupants
can be shown in many passages from the Avesta: The
fravashis “enjoy bliss in the heavens; who, when well in-
voked, come forward from the heavens, who are the heads of
that sky above, possessing the well-shapen Strength™ (Yasht
13.42). “They sustained it [the sky] from below, they, the
strong Fravashis, who sit in silence, gazing with sharp looks;
whose eyes and ears are powerful, who bring long joy, ...
well-moving and moving afar, loud-snorting, possessing
riches and a high renown.” (Yasht 13.29). They release Sa-
tavaesa [an unidentified star] between the earth and the sky,
... to nourish animals and men ... radiant, and full of light.”
(Yasht 13.43-44). Another recurring theme in Zorastrianism
